Guidelines for Submission

1. Manuscripts should be in MS-Word format and should not exceed 8,000 words,
including footnotes and references.

2. The first page of the manuscript should contain a brief table of contents and 5-6
keywords.

3. Footnotes should be numbered as follows: 1), 2), 3), and so forth.

4. Authors are requested to enclose a 3-4 line biography indicating their name, current
position, academic career, and major publications.
Abstract, both in English and Korean, should be about a page long (A4).
Authors are requested to enclose references written in the following editorial format of

the Journal of International Politics:

Internet Sources: When citing a website, authors are requested to indicate the date of
search.
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
